El prop6sito fundame ntal de Ia ins tituci6n ha sido, y s igue 
siendo , e l de ofrecer a j6venes estudiantes ecuatorianos Ia 
oportunidad de acceder a una formaci6n academica de alto ni vel 
caracterizada por ser eminentemente pnictica y cuyas estructuras 
cient fficas se basan e n una inves tigac i6n de campo real, 
ap licable a los problemas del sector agropecuario de l Ecuador.

The fundamental purpose of the organitauon ha' and continues 
to be, to offer young Ecuadorian -.tudent.., the opportunity to 
have access to high level practical academic training, whose 
scientific investigations arc based on real life ..,ituations and arc 
applicahle to the agricultural industry in Ecuador. 



;, Como surge Ia 
instituci6n? 

La Fundaci6n Privada Wil on 
Popenoe surge luego de que 

algunos graduados de Zamorano 
tuvieron Ia iniciativa de crear 
una instituci6n a traves de Ia 

cual se brindara financiamiento 
a prominentes bachilleres 

ecuatorianos para que pudieran 
formarse profesionalmente en 
Zamorano (Escuela Agricola 

Panamericana, Honduras). 

Antes de que Ia Fundaci6n fuera 
legal mente constituida, quienes 

venian gestionando su 
constituci6n consiguieron una 

donaci6n para estudiantes 
ecuatorianos por parte de AID 

por un monto de US$ 405,000, 
gracias a Ia ayuda del 

Dr. Marcel Laniado de Wind, 
que en ese entonces era Ministro 
de Agricultura y Ganaderia. Esta 

donaci6n fue entregada 
directamente a Zamorano. 

AI crearse, Ia Fundaci6n Privada 
Wilson Popenoe recibi6 una 

donaci6n de US$ 1 ,000,000 de 
patte de Ia Agenc ia 

lnternacional de los Estados 
Unidos para el Desarrollo 

con sede en nuestro pais 
(USAID/E), dando asi Ia 

oporlllnidad a estudiantes de 
fam iIi as de escasos recu rsos 

econ6micos. que de otra manera 
no hubieran tenido acceso a Ia 

mejor educaci6n agricola 
disponible en e l continente. 

Luego Ia Fundaci6n recibi6 una 
donaci6n de 30 mil Iones de 

sucres, de l prog rama PL _ 480 
del Mini sterio de Agricultura y 

Ganaderia. Esta ayuda fue 
conseguida con el fin de 

entregar un subs idio a 
estudiantes que ya estaban en 
Zamorano Y que habian sido 

seve ramente afectados por un 
alza desmesurada en Ia tasa de 

cambia de sucres a d61ares. 
Debido al exito de l programa, 

PL - 480 dono otros 378 
millones de sucres para 

continuar con este mismo tipo 
de ayuda. 

Postcriormente, Ia Fundaci6n 
Privada Wil son Popenoe recibi6 
otra donaci6n de US$ 1 ,000,000 -

por parte de USAID I E. Una 
parte de estos fondos se 

destin6 al otorgamiento de 
ayudas financieras y Ia parte 

restante sirvi6 para realizar un 
canje de Deuda Externa. 

En 1993, Ia Fundaci6n Privada 
Wilson Popenoe suscribi6 un 

convenio de Conversion 
Deuda Externa (Debt Swap) 

con cl Banco Central del 
Ecuador, por un monto de 

US$ I ,049.000. Con los 
reditos de esta transacci6n Ia 

Fundaci6n Privada Wil~on 
Popenoe pudo financiar un 

mayor ndmero de estudiantes 
ecuatorianos en Zamorano 

durante cuatro aiios. En cierto~ 
casos, y de acuerdo a 

estipu laciones del donante. se 
convino con los estudiantes y 

sus familias en un plan de 
recuperaci6n parcial de los 

fondos entregados, con el fin 
de proveer financiamiento a 

otros estudiantes manteniendo 
de esta manera en algdn grado 
Ia sostenibilidad del programa 

Y contribuyendo al fondo dotal 
de Ia instituci6n. 

En 1998, Ia Fundaci6n Privada 
Wilson Popenoe estableci6 un 

programa de credito con 
aportes de: Zamorano, Banco 

del Pacifico y de Ia propia 
instituci6n, a una tasa de 

interes pre ferencial. 
permitiendo a los estudiantes 

reintegrar los prestamos 
despues de su graduaci6n . 
Desafortunadamente, este 
programa esta suspendido 

temporal mente debido a los 
severos problemas que afronta 
el sistema financiero nacional. 

La Fundaci6n Privada Wilson 
Popenoe tiene su propia sede 

en Guayaquil , gracias a Ia 
donaci6n de una oficina por 

parte del Banco del Pacifico. 

How did The Fundation 
begin? 

The Wibon Popenoe Pri\ate 
Foundation began after some 
Zamorano graduates took the 
initiative in the creation of 
an organization which would 
provide financing for 
outstanding Ecuadorian high 
school graduates. who could 
then receive professional 
training in Zamorano (Pan­
American Agricultural 
School, Honduras). 

Before the organization 
became legally 
incorporated, those in charge 
of its management obtained 
a donation of US$405 ,000 
from the US Agency for 
International Development 
(USAID) . This donation was 
thanks to the help of Dr. 
Marcel Laniado de Wind , the 
then Minister of Agriculture 
and Live~tod .. This donation 
was passed directly on to 
Zamorano. 

Some after The Wilson 
Popenoe Private Foundation 
received a US$1 million 
donation from the United 
States Agency for 
International Development 
(USAID/E). This donation 
gave students from low 
income families an 
opportunity they otherwise 
would not have had. to the 
best agricultural education 
on the continent. 

After this The Foundation 
received a 30 million sucres 
(Ecuadorian currency) 
donation from the PL-480 
Programme of the Mtnistry 
of Agriculture and 
Livestock. This donation 
was recieved for the purpose 
of subsidizing existing 
Zamorano students who had 
been severely affected by the 
drastic drop of the Sucre 
against the Dollar. After the 
success of this project the 
PL-480 donated a further 
S/378 million to continue the 
work. 

Later The Wilson Popenoe 
Private Foundation received a 
further US$ 1 million donation 
from US AID/E. Part of this 
fund went to providing further 
financial assistance and the 
remainder went to can·y out a 
Barter on the External Debt. 

In 1993 The Wilson Popenoe 
Private Foundation signed a 
Debt Swap agreement with 
the Ecuadorian Central Bank 
for a total of US$1.049 ,000. 
With the returns on this 
amount The Foundation was 
able to finance a greater 
number of Zamorano students 
over a period of four years. In 
some cases, and in accordance 
with the wishes of donors. a 
plan was drawn up with 
students and their families for 
the partial recuperation of 
grants. The rational behind 
this being that it would enable 
a greater level of financing for 
other students thereby 
maintaining a degree of 
sustainability and contributing 
to The Foundation's available 
fundtng \ource. 

In 1998 the Foundation 
established a credit program 
involving Zamorano. Banco 
del Pacifico and The 
Foundation itself. The 
program was introduced with 
a preferential interest rate. 
aiiO\\ ing students the chance 
to pay back the loans after 
graduating. The program was 
unfortunately temporarely 
suspended due to the grave 
problems faced at that time by 
the national financial system. 

The Wilson Popenoe Private 
Foundation wa~ able to 
ac4uire its own premises 
thanks to the donation of an 
office by the Banco del 
Pacifico of Guayaquil. The 
office which is occupied by 
The Foundation to this day. 
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Dr. Marcel J. Laniado De 
Wind, El mentor de Ia

Dr. Marcel J. Laniado De 
Wind, Mentor of the 
Foundation 

Marcel J. Laniado De Wind. was 
born on the 4th of June 1927 in 
Guayaquil Ecuador. He studied 
secondary school in the Colegio 
La Salle in Quito. He studied at 
Zamorano in 1949 and returned 
to Ecuador with a degree in 
agronomy. 

I !e began his profes~ional career 
heading the family business, and 
not long afterwards he was 
named member of the Board of 
the Banco Nacional de Fomento. 
He was an active collaborator in 
a range of educational, 
professional and scientific 
institutions that contributed to 
training and development of 
Ecuadorians. Among these 
ilbtitutions we can mention : 
FUNDECYT- ESPOL. Junta de 
Fiduciaries de Zamorano. 
Fundaci6n Educar, Fundaci6n 
para el Desarrollo Agropecuario 
(FUNDAGRO), Universidad 
Tecnica Federico Santa Marfa 
en Guayaquil. l-'undaci6n 
Ecuador, Junta de Beneficcncia 
de Guayaquil. 

Marcel Laniado abo held some 
important position~ in both 
pub I ic and private sectors; In 
1958 he was Mayor of the 
Parish of Machala in the 
province ofEI Oro. In 1962 he 
founded the Banco de Machala . 
In 1967 he was made 
Congressman for El Oro . In 
1972 he founded the Banco del 
Pacifico. In 198-+ he was 
Minister for Agnculture and 
Livestock. He also founded the 
International Chamber of 
Commerce and wm, re-elected in 
1991. In 1994 he became 
Pre~ident of the National 
Council on State Moderni .wtion 
(CONAM). On two occasions 
he occupied the post of 
President of the Board of the 
CEDEGE. 

For hb services to the coumry 
Dr. Otto Arosemena awarded 
him the National Order of 

Merit. In 1979 he was chosen 
by the Organization of 
American States (OEA) to be 
part of the council made up of 
"fifteen notable Americans" . 
On the 23rd of October 1993 
The Polytechnic University of 
the Coast awarded him an 
honorary Doctorate in 
recognition of his lasting 
contribution to the state. 

Under the inspiration of 
Marcel Laniado the Banco del 
Pacifico. ever faithful to his 
philosophy of contribution to 
his country. revolutionized the 
Ecuadorian banking system. 
From the beginning of 
Laniado 's management he 
concerned himself with 
establishing a credit system 
which would benefit craftsmen 
and small business people. 
who were to be found in 
marginalized areas of the 
country and without any 
access to any forms of credit. 
Beginning in 1980 the Banco 
del Pacifico was the only 
financial institution in Ecuador 
that employed a system of 
"Educational Credit" under 
which The Wilson Popenoe 
Private Foundation and the 
Banco del Pacifico founded 
the Doris Stone Fund 111 1996. 

Marcel J. Laniado De Wind 
was a Zamorano who 
demonstrated on a dally basis 
the value of character building 
and a sem.e of service to the 
community. He was known for 
his sincenty, compassion and 
concern for the needs of 
others. In his efforts to 
contribute to the socio­
economic development of the 
country he became the mentor 
of The Wilson Popenoe 
Private Foundation. whose 
cunent embodiment has 
become what it is today.

Nunca dej6 

de visitar a su querida Escuela y ayud6 con su 

contribuc i6n de plantas nuevas y conferenc ias a sus 

estudiantes. Definiti vamente instaur6 el lema de

E l convirti6 Ia 

Escue Ia en e l cri so l donde se moldea a Ia juventud 

en su caracter y personalidad.

A lo largo de su vida rec ibi6 innumerables honores y 

condecoraciones. El Dr. Wil son F. Popenoe fa lleci6 

el 20 de junio de 1975 a los 83 aiios de edad. 

Who was Dr Wilson F. Popenoe? 

Dr Wilson F. Popenoe wa; born on the 9th of 

march 1892 in Topeka Kansa' in the USA. 

In 1941 he was charged with the duties of 

e'tablishing and managing of Pan-American 

Agricultural School. in the El Zamorano Valley in 

the Francisco Morazan country. Hondura,. He 

dedicated great part of his life to helping the Latin 

American cause through agricultural education and 

the improvement of human resources. 

He directed and taught 111 the Pan-American 

agricu ltura l school for sixteen consecutive years 

and graduated some 686 young Latin Americans. 

After his retirement he continued as Director 

Emeritus and member of the Board of Directors 

until his death. He never stopped visiting his 

beloved school and continued to help contributing 

new plants and giving student conferences. It was 

he who definitely introduced the motto of 

"Practical Lcami ng". working side by side wi th the 

school"s students. He made the school into the 

crucible where he molded the youth 111 his character 

and personality. The school serves as a livi ng 

monument which to this day is a homage to his 

memory. 

During his long life he received many honors and 

decorations. Dr Wi lson F. Popenoe died on the 20th 

of June 1975, at 83 years of age.
