MAY 1950, Preparctions arc complete for commencing the new school year on the fipat
Monday in June, There will be about 80 students in the elass of 1953; ten countries will
bo represented, Our staff has been strenghtened by the addition of two men: Albert S.
Muller and Julio C Pineda, Mr Muller, who has been appointed Assistant Director, has
on extensive background of experience in agricultural education in tropical America.
After serving two years as Assistant Professor of Plant Pathology in the College of
Agriculture at Mayagllez, Puerto Rico, he joined the staff of the late P, H. Rolfs at
the Escola Superior de #gricultura, Vicosa, Minas Gerais, Brazil. He served for eight
years as Professor of Plant Pathology and for a time interin~Dircctor., During the
adninistration of Professor Rolfs - who had previously been for many years Dean of
the College of hgriculture, University of Florida ~ the school at Vicosa established
a remarkable reputation as onc of the best Practical schools of agriculture in the
Amcerican tropics, 1In 1937 Dor Muller went to Venczuela, where during four ycars he was
Head of the Departnent of Plant Pathology and Professor of Botany in the College of
Agriculturc at Caracas. He then served as Director of the Escucla Nacional dec Agri-
cultura de Guatemala for nearly ninc years, He comes t0 us from the last-nancd poste

Julio C Pineda, who will tcach first and sccond year English, was traincd at
Malcotal, Honduras, by Harold I Bposious = a man who is fanous for his success in
teaching this langunge, He then went to the University of Minnesota, and for many ycars
taught English at Malcotal,

The rainy scason set in about the 20th of the month, much to our relief, as our
pastures werc in the customary bad condition at the cnd of our long dry scason, We
had, however, an abundant Supply of ensilages far use in the dairy. Plans are being
made to incroase our production of grain sorghums this year ~ seed of numerous varic-
tics has been obtained from Toxas A&l College. Land has been prepared this month for
planting thesc as well as the neeccessary acrecages of rice and pigeon peas,

Perry Garst of Davis, California, who has been herc for the past several months
conducting a careful experiment in the usc of urea mixed with ensilage, to increase at
o low cost the protein intake of dairy cattlo in the tropics, terminated his pro joct
at the end of the month ard is working up tho records. Results of this interesting
cxperiment - which was mentioncd in our January News Letter, will be reported as soon
as available,

Mr
Jonathan Garst of Davis, California, spent a fow days with us around the 5th, rovicwing
the cxperiment which was being conducted by his son Perry, On the 7th we entertained
a group of about 50 distinguished visitors. (including the President of Honduras) at a
luncheon in honor of Dr Alberto Lleras Canargo, Sccretary-General of the Organization
of hmorican States, On the 14th we cntertained a group of about 75 delegates of the
Federacion de Cafetaleros de liexico, Cembro Amcrica y Ias Antillas.

De Jose Rafael Berli, Direcctor of 4griculturc in Venezuclas On the 23rd we had
with us about sixty nomal school toachers and students from E1 Salvador, accompaniecd
