lost of the land dcestined for field crops was made rcady for plart ing between the
pericd ¢of somec unusually carly lay rains and the rains :of the last weck in Lay, but
no planting has becen done yete The rains of the first weck of May were greater than
those ot the-entire month last year but they failed to keep up. Nevertheless, green
pzsturage appcared in abundance, raising our average milk production per cow per dey
tc 13,1 1bs..against 6,5 1bs in April, This comparcs very favorably to the average
milk production for liay 1949 and 1950 which was 10,5 1lbs and 10,1 1bs respectively.
Egg producticn was up tc an average of 200 daily and the student messhall received
LLOO cgis. A year ago the messhall received no eggs, nor any pork, but this year 8000
1bs of pork were sent the messhall since January, which is ncarly equal to the
entirc produotion last ycar., We have large and excellent nursery planbkings cf stock,
citrus, mango, avocado and rose, ready for the budding knives cf the first year
students, whe after a cortein emognt of practice become quite efficient in
propagating fine varicties which later on find their way to numerous localities in
Central America, besides being used to extend our plantings.
